Mr. Shimon Peres, the 9t President of Israel, within the
framework of the World Economic Forum, Davos, Switzerland
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The Honorable Shimon Peres was
Israel’s 9" President and is President of the
Peres Center for Peace whose mission is to
promote lasting peace and advancement
in the Middle East by fostering tolerance,
economic and technological development,
innovation, cooperation and well-being. Mr. Peres was
awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1994 jointly with Yasser
Arafat and Yitzhak Rabin “for their efforts to create peace
in the Middle East”.

Paul Winter, USA, is one of the leading
artists worldwide composing and playing
earth music. He has produced 45 albums,
seven of which have won Grammy Awards.
His new composition “Flyways” integrated
. with ethnic music and the calls of birds
celebrates bird migration and the countries through which
they fly along the Great Rift Valley.

General (Ret.) Mansour Abu Rashid is
the Chairman of the Amman Center for
Peace & Development (ACPD), Jordan. In
¥ the past he served as the Jordanian Chief of
Intelligence and was the top security official
responsible for preparing the Peace Treaty
between Israel and Jordan in 1994. Today the General is a
leading figure in the project with the Barn Owls and the
farmers, in educational projects and the conservation of
bats in the Jordan Valley, and more.

Brig. Gen. (Ret.) Baruch Spiegel, Israel,
was responsible for peace and security
negotiations with Jordan leading up to the
Peace Treaty between Israel and Jordan
signed in 1994. Maj. Gen. Spiegel plays a
key role in the Army for the Protection of
Nature in Israel. In partnership with Jordanian General
Mansour, the two have sought to promote the “fruits
of peace” between Jordan and Israel in a highly complex
regional context.

Alexandre Roulin is a professor of biology
at the University of Lausanne, Switzerland.
For already two decades he has been
studying Barn Owls and since 2009 has
! been actively participating in the project
of promoting cooperation between the
Israeli, Palestinian and Jordanian communities using
nature conservation as a tool. His ambition is to motivate
scientists to participate in societal issues by using the
“Environmental diplomacy” approach.

Yossi Leshem is a professor in the
Department of Zoology at Tel Aviv
University, Israel. He has worked since
1971 at the Society for the Protection of
Nature in Israel (SPNI), and acted as the
CEO between 1991-1995. The founder
and Director of the International Center for the Study
of Bird Migration, he acts as the Secretary of the SPNI's
Hoopoe Foundation.
